God the Son (Jesus) is the eternal Son of God (Jn. 1:1-2; 8:58; 10:30; 14:9; 17:5;
Rev. 22:13).
God the Son (Jesus) is creator and sustainer of all things (Jn. 1:3; Col. 1:15-17; Heb.
1:2).
God the Son (Jesus) came in the flesh.
a. Incarnation (Isa. 7:14; Jn. 1:1, 14)
b. Virgin birth (Matt. 1:23, 25; Lk. 1:26-35)
c. Life and ministry (Isa. 61:1-2; Matt., Mk., Lk., and Jn.; Heb. 4:15-16)
God the Son (Jesus) died on a cross, rose again, and ascended to the right hand of
God the Father.
a. Death (Matt. 16:21; Jn. 1:29; 10:11; Acts 2:23; Rom. 3:25-26; 5:6-8; 1 Cor.
1:18; 2 Cor. 5:21; Gal. 6:14; Heb. 9:22; 1 Pet. 1:18-19)
b. Resurrection (Matt. 16:21; 28:1-8; MK. 16:1-8; LK. 24:1-12; Acts 2:24; 4:10;
Rom. 8:11; 1 Cor. 15:1-8)
c. Ascension (LK. 24:50-53; Acts 1:9-11).
